● Six of the world’s highest vineyards in Argentina are located in the 
Calchaquí Valley and, compared to other regions, it’s a high point in the 
world map of wine.

● 23 small producers are working at over 2,200 masl (7,220 ft) in Upper 
Calchaquí Valley and the neighboring province of Jujuy.

● Producing wine in the Calchaquí Valley is more complicated and more 
expensive than Mendoza due to the lower yields at higher altitudes and 
the lack of infrastructure and suppliers (located mainly in Mendoza).

● The thick skins of the grapes created by extreme conditions of the 
terroir also produce a different flavor profile compared to other regions, 
with strong, spicy aromas of black olives, black fruits, herbal notes and 
muscular tannins.

● Research on high altitude wine health benefits confirm that regular 
consumption of these wines contributes to a longer and more active 
life. 

● This is due to the higher concentration of polyphenols, a naturally 
occurring antioxidant.

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● Arid yet fertile region located in the center-west of the country, at the foot of the 
Andes mountain range. It is the most prolific region in South America and one of 
the most important worldwide. 

● Cuyo means “country of deserts” in the Huarpe milkayac dialect. The region has 
desertic climate with little vegetation.

● Most of the rivers come from the meltwater, having its greater flow from the spring. 
Water is stored in reservoirs for human consumption and crop irrigation, through a 
network of channels that support the oasis.

FAMATINA
The grapevines receive intense sunlight irradiation 
during the day and experience cool nights. This leads to 
a prolonged growth period in which grapes take the time 
to develop complexity in flavors and acidity.

The North-South orientation along the edge of The 
Andes creates a wind tunnel whose benefit is the 
augmentation of ventilation. Dry winds together with 
scarce precipitations imply a low disease threat for the 
grapevine.

Soils in Famatina are sandy and alluvial. The scarce 
rainfall and soils with good drainage assure producers 
great control over grapevines and, by limiting irrigation, 
they can produce vigorous and highly concentrated 
fruits.

Red wines, especially those from Famatina Valley, 
possess color of medium intensity, with violet tones and 
aromas that reveal the fruit’s maturity.

These valleys 
have an annual average temperature of 17°C, 
precipitations of 140 mm per year.

This region’s climatic conditions have a high impact 
on the wine’s differentiating quality. This 
characteristic is explained by the unique sun 
exposure of an average of 330 days a year, the low 
level of precipitations and weather phenomena. 
Thus, the high quality of wines can be sustained in 
the long-term. In addition, this region is characterized 
by the low risk of late freezes and hailstone. 

The soils in San Juan are varied although mainly 
aluvional. They hold certain singularities such as 
sandy extensions towards the East of Tulum Valley 
and a spreading of calcareous soils in Zonda.

The distinctive features of San Juan wines are 
sweetness and remarkable fruit presence.

∙ Named after the place where the water that came down from the mountain to the city 
was diverted (“The Gates”).  1785 - First hydraulic work, "Toma de los Españoles". 

∙ Located on the upper north bank of the Mendoza River, it is the highest wine-growing 
point in Luján de Cuyo (1,070m), where the pedemonte and the river meet. 

∙ The region has an important temperature range and a cooler climate than the rest of the 
Luján de Cuyo GIs.

∙ Heterogeneous soils of fluvial and alluvial origin:
- Alluvial terraces: more stones than sand and clay. 2nd and 4th terraces, with finer 

sediments and smaller stones.
- Another scenario is that of farms that lie on the foothills, with colluvial structures, 

angular stones in decomposition.

∙ Traditional flood irrigation. Some farms are in the process of converting to drip 
irrigation. 

∙ IG Las Compuertas: Approved in 2007.

∙ The area is currently threatened by urban growth.

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● ALLUVIAL DEPOSITS FROM LAS TUNAS RIVER
The alluvial cone of the river delimits three terraces; 2 and 3 are plantation 
areas. They have similar compositions, pebbles, sand (75/80%), silt (15/20%) 
and clay (2/5%).

● COLLUVIAL DEPOSITS FROM THE FRONTAL MOUNTAIN RANGE
They occupy small areas around the mountain range. They are not 
relevant nowadays from the point of view of new plantings.

● 17th Century: First settlers arrived in Tunuyán. Before that, it was a land of 
Huarpes, whose Cacique (chief) was called ‘Cuco’. 

● During the last 200 years the lower land was used for grazing, fodder and fruit 
trees (apples and pears).

● Since 1995 new, high-lands were developed for vines at the foot of the Andes, 
where pressurized irrigation has allowed new plantations.

● New investors quickly arrived and increased vineyard areas. All new areas were 
planted above 1,000 meters (3,300ft).

● Since 2010, when these vineyards matured, it was clear that high altitude vines 
in Tunuyán create a different wine style.

● The need for better understanding of terroir pushed for new GI developments.

● Approved GIs so far: Tunuyán, Los Chacayes, Vista Flores and San Pablo. San 
Pablo is a well studied and supported GI as it’s not fixed on political boundaries.

Located south of the 36th parallel, Patagonia is the 
southernmost region in Argentina, and offers ideal 
conditions for slow, prolonged berry ripening.

Nestled in oasis located in Patagonia’s northern and 
central area and benefiting from outstanding climatic 
conditions, in recent years, high-end winemaking has 
developed One hundred years ago, Río Negro 
pioneered in this activity and ten years ago, other 
valleys in Neuquén, La Pampa and Chubut joined in.

Patagonia’s small population (which translates into low 
pollution levels), along with scarce rainfall, strong winds 
and low freeze risk, are beneficial for the vineyard’s 
sanity.

These winemaking valleys are located in one of the 
country’s richest water supply; rivers such as Limay, 
Neuquén and Negro are wider and mightier than those 
that irrigate the other oasis in the rest of the regions.

Particularly in Patagonia wide thermal amplitude can be 
reached in low altitudes. The wines owe their intense 
color to strong winds from Patagonia; they cause 
grapes to develop a thicker skin. Since the coloring 
matter is found in the skin, having a thicker one means 
more anthocyanin in grapes. This gives them more 
concentration of color. 

Patagonian wines stand out for the perfect balance of 
alcohol and acidity resulting from the slow ripening of 
the fruit. The whites from this region are particularly 
interesting, especially those obtained from Semillon and 
Sauvignon Blanc, with very personal mineral aromas 
that are hard to find in other regions. Among the reds 
clearly stand out Merlot, Pinot Noir and Malbec 
varietals, with good color intensity and noteworthy 
typicity.

The search for new terroirs has led Argentine producers to extend the 
limits of growing vines to the south (beyond parallel 45°) and to the 
east, over the edge of the Atlantic ocean.

The southernmost productive vineyards in the world are located in 
Chubut, beyond 45°south latitude.

2002 ● GI Patagonia has been approved since 2002. The cultivated surface is 
separated mainly into two GIs: Neuquén and Río Negro.
